The 2008 APCUG Regional Conference:

Some Personal Impressions

s a member of the MHCUG group to the
two day APCUG regional conference, |
would like to add my impressions.

The first day was largely devoted to providing
material and information to enhance local user
groups.

One of the interesting early events was a real
time video conversation with a former APCUG
president now house bound in Oklahoma.

Dick Kranz, our club president, spoke about
how to promote a group.

- The major distinctions between Tax
exempt and Non profit

The major types of exempt organizations
The benefit of being tax-exempt

The major types of public charities

The actions which will jeopardize a tax-
exempt status

that organizations should keep their documents
forever especially the original determination
letter. You will never get another one. With
respect to the club doing any political activity —
don’t. (Lobbying was acceptable — Now who
was | telling you to vote for?)

Russ Limbaugh, the president of the Danbury
Area Computer Group, described the results of
a Focus Group exercise that they did. Again he
was quite specific. Some of the points he made
were:

- Make joining and staying easy
= Create and manage membership online
= Their group valued “networking” over
“socializing”
= People were looking for “professional,”
“networking,” and “technical” fulfillment
- The newsletter should feature articles over
promoting the next meeting
= Offer new SIGs, workshops, and seminars
Dick Kranz concluded the first day by having
us jointly summarize the events of the day to
determine what we retained and learned. Since
time ran out on the first day, at the conclusion
of the second day a fine presentation on
fund-raising was presented.

To me one of the highlights of the whole
weekend was the presentation given under the
somewhat misleading general title,
“Community Service Projects build
Membership.” This talk gave us an in depth
view of the very successful project, PC Renew.
PC Renew is a project done by the Rockland
PC Users Group. What do they do? They

- Collect donated computer equipment,

= Do technical refurbishing of the donated

equipment
= Dispose of stripped down parts,
= Deliver and setup refurbished computers,
and

= Provide computer skills training.
They do all this in a very professional and
detailed manner. They rebuild, quality test,
serial number, distribute, and track the
computers and then train persons when
necessary. To date, they have distributed over
2,500 computers. The range of people and
organizations who have received them include.

= Disabled or handicapped persons

- Low income families

= Other nonprofits (501 C 3)

= Schools

- Libraries

= Day Care Centers

= Veterans and their families

- Homeless shelters and soup kitchens.
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| was very impressed. One lady who came just
to personally thank the director of this effort,
Hank Feinberg for the 21 PCs they contributed
to an Indian reservation in North Dakota. He
warned anyone who considered doing such an
effort; think tonnage. While user groups such as
MHCUG probably could not undertake such an
operation, perhaps we could funnel equipment
to them...Hank opened his presentation with
the quote by Mohammed Ali, “Service to others
is the rent you pay for your room on Earth.”

You had to be impressed by the operation. |
certainly was.

Yes, there were other interesting presentations.
Al squared, Pinnacle, Microsoft and others
made presentations or were at the small vendor
fair. There were the standard raffles and
giveaways.

Drive-by Downloads:

Viruses, malware, spyware, trojan horses and worms and all free of charge!

here has been a rise in the number of

infections in the last few months. Now you
don't even have to open an email attachment.
Just go to a website and it’s yours—free.

From Wikipedia, “the free encyclopedia:”

The expression drive-by download is used in
three increasingly strict meanings:

1. Any download that happens without
knowledge of the user.

2. Download of spyware, a computer virus or
any kind of malware that happens without
knowledge of the user. Drive-by downloads
may happen by visiting a website, viewing an
e-mail message or by clicking on a deceptive
popup window: the user clicks on the
window in the mistaken belief that, for
instance, it is an error report from his own PC
or that it is an innocuous advertisement
popup; in such cases, the “supplier” may
claim that the user “consented” to the
download though he was completely
unaware of having initiated a malicious
software download.

3. Download of malware through exploitation
of a web browser, e-mail client or operating
system bug, without any user intervention
whatsoever. Websites that exploit the
Windows Metafile vulnerability may provide
examples of “drive-by downloads” of this
sort.

To help protect against these unwanted
problems, keep your computer up-to-date.
Install all Windows upgrades as they become
available. Microsoft usually broadcasts its
major updates on the second Tuesday of every
month. Of course, Windows isn’t perfect, so
you may receive others at any time. The main
thing is to run the updates and stay current.

There are many others, such as virus and
spyware programs, that issue periodic upgrade
alerts, so be aware of the alerts as they pop up
on your screen and take the time to upgrade
your programs. It may be the difference
between safe surfing or reformatting.

Remember, your best defense is a good offense!
Don’t procrastinate! Make the time and run
those updates immediately.

Sometimes in life we do things that do make
a difference.

PC Renew has made a difference in many lives.
When it all started no one knew what course it
would take or what it would evolve into. Now
we know for a fact that it has made a difference
and hopefully it will continue to become a
force of its own. | have not been involved in the
rebuilding of computers in the lab in New City,
but | have been working at home
reconditioning and upgrading laptops that have
been donated to us.

A few months ago | had the fortune of being
able to make a difference in an Indian
reservation in South Dakota. The following
article is a written account of what happens
when people communicate and work toward a
common goal.

Article printed with permission from Changing
Winds Advocacy Center:

On March 20, Randolph SanMillan was
listening to WBAI's First Nations Indigenous
Radio show in New York City and heard about
some of the problems Native American
children were facing in South Dakota. Christine
Rose of Changing Winds Advocacy Center
spoke also about the cultural revitalization
going on with some of the tribes on the
country’s most remote reservations in South
Dakota. In particular, The Boys and Girls Clubs
of Rosebud had been given an old bowling
alley to refurbish. With a minimum of funds,
many of their plans simply included getting
new sheetrock, floors and decent plumbing. But
in Indian Country, the moccasin telegraph is
still pretty good technology and when Christine
heard about the efforts, she called them and
asked if they would like a library. They were
thrilled and added, “We are also hoping to get
some computers. Can you help with that too?”

The radio show helped Changing Winds
promote the need for books and culturally
appropriate teaching materials. While
Randolph was listening to the show, he perused
Changing Winds website and saw the request
for computers. He spoke with his friend and

co-worker Ken
Herbig. Ken, president
of the Rockland PC
Users Group in NY, spoke to Hank Feinberg,
Director of PCRenew, a part of the user group,
and the RPCUG Board of Directors about it.
Changing Winds was contacted and
arrangements were made to send the library 20
computers. The shipping was taken care of by
Atlantic Business Products of New York City.

Jacinda Begay Hacker, Lakota, from the
Rosebud Reservation, said that the computers
will be split between three locations of Boys
and Girls Clubs, and that they will be used at
first for teaching culture and language classes,
enabling the children to practice their original
language which is in jeopardy of being lost.
Beyond the culture classes, Changing Winds is
organizing for teachers of various trades and
crafts to journey to the reservation this summer
to teach the children various ways in which
they can earn a living without leaving their
land, family and traditions. Economic
development is very slim on the reservations in
SD, and learning trades such as building
websites, graphic design, even accounting, will
empower all of the youth to earn a living, and
connect them to the world beyond their distant
borders.

I hope that we will be able to help these
children more in the near future. | am sure that
you have heard the term “Paying
Forward”...This is what PC Renew is all about.

Thank you all for allowing me to be part of this!

We have just been told that an article about
our work with the Indians in South Dakota
has been written by Rob Zopf, VP National
Cristina Foundation, and will be sent to over
5,000 people on their partners list in the next
month. It is the collective work of all the
people involved with PC ReNew that makes
this project so worthwhile.

BILL GATES AND WINDOWS XP: Good Night and Good Luck

M icrosoft marks the end of an era as Bill Gates and Windows XP — two icons of the company at its
zenith — head for the sunset. Can Redmond survive this transitional moment, or will June 30 be

the day Microsoft died?

That Gates and XP are exiting simultaneously is
fitting. Both are poster children for a style of
computing that is fading, literally, into the
clouds. Both also represent a late ‘90s to
mid-oughts Camelot period that Microsoft may
never recapture.

In his various roles at Microsoft — as CEO,
chief software architect, and, lastly, chairman
— Gates championed a PC-centric view of
computing in which the desktop was king and
the operating system was the brains of the
whole operation. And under Gates, Microsoft
utterly dominated personal computing with its
DOS and Windows systems.

Windows XP was the best of the bunch.
Reliable, relatively secure, and easy to use, XP
may go down in history as the last, best OS for
the client-server world. XP does everything an
OS needs to do to facilitate traditional,
networked computing. Indeed, its utilitarian
excellence left Microsoft with nowhere to go.
As a result, the failure of the widely maligned
Vista OS was almost preordained. All of Vistas
bells and whistles — like the silly, Flip 3D
interface — are merely subtraction by addition

to a Windows environment that didn’t need any

more tinkering. As long as client-server was the
dominant computing model, that is.

But its days are numbered. Moving forward,
computing will be all about the Web as a
platform for tapping applications and services.
It’s a scenario that’s been dubbed cloud
computing. Fat OSs, like Vista, and even XP,
are overkill when it comes to the cloud. Cloud
computing is all about fat pipes and distributed
processing power. Thin operating systems that
quietly, and modestly, direct traffic while
running in the background will be all that’s
required locally.

CAMPAIGN SEEKS TO SAVE
WINDOWS XP

A San Francisco editor for a popular tech site
says he is leading a campaign to stop
Microsoft from discontinuing sales of
Windows XP this week. Galen Gruman, an
executive editor of Web site InfoWorld, said
his online petition urging Microsoft not to
discontinue sales of XP to retailers and major
PC manufacturers, the Seattle
Post-Intelligencer reported Monday.

Microsoft released Windows Vista as a
successor to XP last year, but Gruman said
he and others have resisted the upgrade. “I
think the issue is that it’s not meaningfully
better than XP,” Gruman said. He said
Vista’s improvements in security and other
areas are not significant enough to justify the
inconveniences involved in switching to
Vista, including several technical glitches
found in early versions and the system’s
steep hardware requirements. Microsoft has
said there will be some exceptions to its ban
on XP sales, including deals made with
manufacturers of computers that do not meet
the system requirements for Vista. Security
updates and other software for the operating
system will continue to be produced through
2014, the company said.

Gruman said he plans to mail a printed
version of the online petition to the home of
Microsoft Chief Executive Steve Ballmer.

“Maybe the big stack of paper will drive it
home,” Gruman said.
